Application Procedures for Parents of Current Students
¢ Complete and sign the attached registration form.

e The initial admissions process for current students and their siblings ends March 2, 2011. After that time,
registration opens to all potential students and current students (and their sibling) are not automatically
granted priority consideration for placement.

e Applications for admissions are considered in the order received.
¢ Schedule preferences will be honored in the order received.

e You will receive confirmation that your application has been received and will be notified by March o9,
2011 of admissions decisions.
A non-refundable registration fee of $150 per family will be due at the time of notification
to ensure placement in fall classes. Your child’s placement in the program is not guaranteed until the
registration fee is received. If you are enrolled in Tuition Express, your registration fee will be
automatically debited from your account on March 15, 2011, unless otherwise requested.

Application Procedures for Parents of New Students

e Complete and sign the attached registration form and include a $35 non-refundable application fee.
e Applications from new students will be considered after the initial admissions process has ended.

e Applications from new students will be accepted until April 1 or until classes are full. You will be notified
by April 15 of an admission decision ( if you submit an application before April 1) or as soon as possible
after receipt of your application.

A non-refundable registration fee of $150 per family will be due at the time of notification to
ensure placement in fall classes. Your child’s placement in the program is not guaranteed until the
registration fee is received.
